8. Brad King, Annual renewal of ashestos contract with Air Management Techniques,
contract # 2019=CDBG-C -001: Brad explained that two years ago we brought in quotes
through a small purchase procurement for asbestos inspection for remediation for houses to be
demolished by code of corrections from the City of Muncie. As part of that we have the option
of annually renewing it as long as the terms do not change and both parties are in agreement.
The contractor would like to renew it and we would like too as well. The contract amount does
not change only the time changes. President Quirk entertained a motion to renew asbestos
contract with Air Management Techniques. Roger Overbey moved to renew contract as
presented by Brad King. Bobbie Clemens provided the second. Motion passed by voice vote.

9. Street Closing & Procession Application from Muncie Mission - February 9, 2019: A
representative from Muncie Mission presented application for street closure and procession on
February 9, 2019 (rain date 2-16-19) 9:25 a.m. to 10:25 a.m. Leave Muncie Central High
School parking lot south on Walnut Street to 8% Street, west on 8t Street to Liberty Street,
south of Liberty St. to Muncie Mission. Approval from Joseph Winkle, Muncie Police Chief and
Eddie Bell, Muncie Fire Chief, Indiana Department of Transportation. President Quirk
entertained a motion to approve street closing & procession for Muncie Mission. Roger Overbey
moved to approve street closing and procession as presented for "Walk A Mile In My Shoes”.
Bobbie Clemens provided the second. Motion passed by voice vote.

10. Harvey Wright, Superintendent Muncie Parks Department - Floating Piers: Harvey
reported that out at Prairie Creek Reservoir we are looking to change piers in the future to a
floating pier for several reasons (1) we can leave the piers in all year round, the will not freeze
or bust or anything like that. When the water level goes up they will automatically rise or if the
water level goes down they will automatically go down. Another reason is the labor expense
to install and remove the piers each year will save the City of Muncie $125,000.00 a year, We
have contacted three companies but only received two responses. We would like to stay with
the individual piers which was quoted by EZ-Dock Mid America our of Fortville, IN in the amount
of $29,787.80 that is enough piers to do about 20 boats this year and see how it works before
applying for grants to completely change it over. The next quote is from Lake Master, Inc. as
you see from their drawing, they are more like gang plank piers. We want to stay with individual
piers they quoted a price of $57,750. Superintendent Harvey Wright recommended the board
to accept quote from EZ-Dock. President Quirk asked if he knew what the life span is for these
docks. They will come with a 10-year warranty on them we have traveled to Lake Norman,
Lake Cumberland, Dale Holler, Geist Reservoir and they have even had this particular pier up
around Lake Michigan and they leave them in year-round. We have diffidently done our
homework. President Quirk asked who was the third party to contacted. Harvey indicated he
contacted Thomas Marina Supply Noblesville, IN did not receive a response. President Quirk
entertained a motion to accept the lowest quote. Bobbie Clemens moved to accept the lowest
quote from EZ-Dock as recommended by Harvey Wright. Roger Overbey provided the second.
Motion passed by voice vote.

12. Adjournment: President Quirk entertained a motion for the Adjournment of the meeting. Roger

Overbey moved to adjourn meeting, meeting adjourned at 9:19 a.m., Bobbie Clemens provided
the second.
